Abstract:

The research deals with the (&dAlayn) and
(émaAlayn)) monetary fees in Egypt during the Ptolemaic
rule in light of the papyrus documents and ostraca. The
two terms were similar in the Ptolemaic era, and they are
monetary fees that were added to bronze coins when
making payment procedures in banks, so that they would
be accepted according to the silver standard. The term
émolloyny was used for bronze exchange fees from
Cleomenes of Naucratis until Ptolemy IV adopted the
bronze standard in financial transactions 210 BC, and the
exchange fees dAlayn went through four different stages,
and included all financial transactions from agricultural
and commercial taxes; to achieve the goal of the
Ptolemaic economic policy of collecting the largest
amount of money, and the third stage is the largest stage
that included exchange fees documents, most of which
are located in Thebes, and are concerned with
transportation taxes, fishing, fruit trees, and others, and
the exchange fees developed in this stage, and were
considered a tax téloc o0 dAlayr, and the value of the
exchange fees increased from 10% in the first stage, until
it reached 20 and 22% in the third and fourth stages, and
there were many papyrus and ostraca documents whose
value is difficult to determine in the different stages; This
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is due to the deletion, and the absence of a number next to
the banker's signature, and the absence of a number from
which the percentage can be deduced.
